Suzanne Strong decided to organize a USBGA show at the Spokane Interstate Fair last Septem-
ber 2010. The following is an interview, with Suzanne about her experience as the show or-
ganizer.

Suzanne Strong, of Ober-D’Rainbow has lived in the Spokane area for 4 years, moving to the
region in 2006. Braving the winter weather between Canby, Oregon (outside Portland) and

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SECRET THINGS . ..
ABOUT GOATS . ..
NO ONE WILL TELL YOU

I am fortunate to have worked at the USBGA office, for many exciting years. The
USBGA “"Member Desk” is my favorite part of this job. It allows me to have the op-
portunity to speak to hundreds of USBGA members about their goat related ques-
tions. Many times our members say, “Wow, Annette, you need to write that

down.” I am using this magazine venue to share one of those unknown facts with
you. After over 30 years of birthin’ and breedin’ some form of goat I have seen
most of the problems that members experience, as brand new goat owners. Did
you know that you can tell the amount of days your new born kids have been grow-
ing in the womb? Now, how is that possible? Just look at the babies teeth in the
middle of their lower jaw. If all the kids were conceived about the same time you
will see that all their lower teeth are about same size. However, if two of the triplets
have the same size teeth but the little one is barely showing its little tooth pearls, on
its lower jaw, you will know that the little kid was conceived, at a later date. This is
usually due to pasture breeding. That may not seem important to you but itis a
proven old goat tale that has been evident for hundreds of years. That little baby
will not have the power of its sucking motion that the two bigger kids already natu-
rally posses. So, make sure you help the little kid to nurse several times a day. You
may need to bottle feed some colostrum to the little kid first to be sure it has a
chance. Watch the little teeth grow. When its teeth are protruding well it should be
able to latch on to the teat and keep up with the big kids. It takes time but itis
worth it not to have to bottle feed the kid for several months. It can probably make
it but you will have to give it some thoughtful care or just do what is done on many
farms. Some breeders just skin the little one out and “chicken fry” the fresh

kid. The meat is delicious and very tender but don't tell the kids or grandmal

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CUSTOM FEEDS AND THE HEADACHES

For those of you who have ever went through the hassle of making a custom feed can under-
stand the headaches. I was tired of feeding the same old thing and wanted something better.
Wanting something better is suppose to be a good thing right? Well let me tell you to have the
“something better” part takes a lot of time and effort, not to mention a little negotiating.

The custom mix idea all came about at the local county fair in August 2010. A good friend and
I were talking about how we could make the feed we give our goats better? This is where the
time factor came in to play. I spent over two hour at the first feed mill with the nutritionist try-
ing to figure out the right combination of grains and minerals. Needless to say it was well
worth it for us to invest the time. We now have a good custom feed that our goats like and
have made our kids skyrocket in growth. Now granted this is a textured mix we are making,
but I also wanted a pellet feed. So off I go to the next feed mill to find a pellet. This process
too a little more time to figure out. I'm talking days to week’s time frame. The next phase re-
quired finding someone else who would be interested in trying a custom pellet once the formula
was hammered out. I was fortunate to find that person. With everything lining up it was time
to run a batch to see how it goes. Well the first batch was ok, but there were too many fines in
the bottom of the bag. You know what that means, another session with the nutritionist to find
out what needed to be changed. After a little head scratching and shifting ingredients come
about a revision.

This doesn’t end the saga of the pellets yet. Remember I said it took some negotiating on my
part? Well the first pellet formula never made it to the trial phase. My partners thought the fat
content was too high for their liking, but that was fine with me. Once I understood their con-
cern of the goats getting too fat and that they feed theirs twice a day. Myself I do not have the
time to feed two times a day given my work schedule. This brings to light my plan for the first
pellet recipe that never hit the mill. After some consideration and timing I decided to make a
run of the “Kid Pellet” formula. I felt this would be the best general purpose feed for the goats
and at the same time an excellent creep feeder pellet for the kids. To me the kid pellet has
more bag for your buck in pricing sense. It cost a little more when you make it, but gain in
weight on the kids. Between the textured feed and the kid pellet I was able to obtain a high
energy feed for faster growth on the kids and general maintenance for the older goats.

We want to have goat gatherings and fun
matches all over the United States. Real Boer goat breeders getting together to bring real
goats to a fun filled day with other local goat breeders!

Only six show rules apply:

1. Trim the goat’s hooves in time for them to walk well at the fun match.

2. Be sure their USBGA registration paper matches the tattoos in the goat’s ears.

3. NO artificial enhancements. No “shine” applications or bleaching agents to hair, hooves or
horns. No dyes or colorings for skin, hair, hooves or horns.

4. NO trimming of hair, except around the base of the horn, the top of the hoof, on the udder
and the tail if desired.

5. NO grooming equipment on the show premises, other than a comb, brush, etc. No fitting
stands, no fancy blowdryers, no fitting show blocking.

6. USBGA Judges will count “off” for custom fitted and show blocked and over conditioned
goats in the ring.

If they don’t walk well just teach them a “controlled drag” as you put them in your trailer.
When you get them to the barn educate them with another “controlled drag” to their new pen.
They should be pretty agreeable when you get them into the show ring. We will always have a
small ring available to you to turn them loose in while they are being judged for the class if
necessary.

All you have to do is find a reasonably priced barn (with liability insurance) that will allow a
goat day, with a educational seminar, for a youth show and open show to be held! Many of
the Chamber of Commerce’s will give you a free barn since the USBGA youth are specifically to
have their own goat show as the first event of the Show. There can be youth activities pre-
sented in the barn for those 12 and over. 11 and under must be accompanied with a parent.

I feel the bottom line is that agriculture will always be a way of life for Americans. I have heard
the story about how more goat meat is eaten in the world than any other mammal meat. I be-
lieve that to be true but I also think you might need to be in the Middle Eastern countries.
Americans are just now realizing that goat meat is pretty easy to raise, an upcoming fast grow-
ing commodity that really tastes good!

I feel we are in a day and time of real registered goats
raised for real investment money.

We are getting consumer confidence from all over the USA. We are experiencing higher de-
mands for goats on the hoof and hanging on the rail. Once again, the bottom line is that agri-
culture will always be here and Americans are going to eat meat. Let’s all band together with
the USBGA and make this meat goat business the most profitable venue in agriculture today!
